Purpose of the Don Catchment Rivers Trust:

Don Catchment Rivers Trust (DCRT) was established to help protect and restore the rivers and streams of the River
Don catchment area. Our rivers are a valuable asset which tell the story of our culture and heritage. They are
important for people, wildlife and the local economy, and form an integral part of our landscape.

The Don Catchment Rivers Trust has received National Lottery Heritage Funding for the ‘All Hands on the Don’
project.

2. Explain the profound transformation of the River Don & drive forward biodiversity gain.

3. Celebrate and promote natural & historic heritage.

The project is based around the City of Doncaster from Mexborough at the upstream end, to Thorne at the
downstream end. We will work with partners to deliver a range of engagement activities and will create habitats in
the river corridor. The project area broadly covers the area seen below.

e Are willing to be part of a team, and share experience and knowledge with other volunteers
e Have the flexibility and availability to volunteer within a programme of events and bookings
e Knowledge of the environmental and historic heritage of the River Don is not essential, but a willingness to
learn would be desirable and training will be available.

Location & hours:

Various locations and dates in accordance with the Trust’s programme of events. This may include evenings and
weekends. The majority of our project will take place within the project area but may also encompass the wider
Doncaster Metropolitan Borough. This may outdoor locations.
